


Middle School / High School

Students applying for Grades 6-12 are evaluated on 
information gathered from an interview, interactive 
session, Secondary School Admission Test (SSAT), teacher 
recommendations, and academic reports for the current 
and past year. Leadership skills and special talents are also 
taken into consideration.

• Applicants are required to take the Secondary 
School Admission Test (SSAT) on October 13, 
November 10, December 8, 2007 or January 12, 
2008. You can register via the internet or by mail. 
Forms are available from the admissions office or 
the internet at www.ssat.org. Our school code is 
4576.

• Local applicants are expected to attend an 
interactive session and interview in February or 
March. 

• Teacher’s references and grades to date for the 
current year as well as prior year final report card 
must be received prior to the interview session.

• An admission committee will review all applicants 
and letters of acceptance will be mailed in April.  
A waitlist of qualified students will be established 
when a class has been filled.

• All students are accepted on a provisional basis 
and will be evaluated at the conclusion of the first 
semester / trimester. 

• Attendance in summer school is highly 
recommended and may be required.

Admission Policy

Extended Day

The Extended Day program serves the needs of our parents 
and their children until 6:00 pm daily. The program allows 
time for indoor and outdoor play, homework, snack, and 
special activities such as swimming, computer lab and 
board games. Packages are available on a monthly basis, 
for 3 or 5 days per week.  Programs are also available 
for holiday breaks and teacher workdays at an additional 
charge.

Financial Aid / Scholarships

Financial aid grants are funded by gifts from individuals, 
corporations, foundations and a portion of the annual 
budget. Financial aid can pay up to 50% of the current 
tuition depending upon a family’s need.

There are several scholarship opportunities available to 
applicants in addition to financial aid. See our financial aid/ 
scholarship brochure for specific details on the following 
programs:

1.  Windward Merit Scholarship 
For students entering grade 9 and based totally on merit. 
The scholarship is 4 years in duration and covers 50% 
of tuition. 

2.  Community Outreach Scholarship 
For students entering grade 7 who are part of the 
Windward community. It is based both on academic 
merit and financial need. This scholarship is 6 years 
in duration and covers tuition, textbooks and laptop 
computer lease. 

3.  Parent Faculty Association Scholarship 
For students entering grade 9. It is based on both 
academic merit and financial need. This scholarship is 
4 years in duration, covers tuition, textbooks and laptop 
computer lease. 

4.  Harry & Jeanette Weinberg Foundation Scholarships 
For students in first grade and above from low income 
families, based on financial need and academic merit. 
This endowment can pay up to 90% of a qualified 
student’s tuition. 
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
